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Background and History
Founded in 1985 by the Hong Kong Sham Shui Po Tsung Tsin Church, Shatin Tsung Tsin Secondary School 
has striven to provide a good study environment to students in Shatin and realize Christian education 
ideals.

School Aims
•	 To enable every Shatin Tsung-Tsiner to be a self-disciplined, thoughtful, trustworthy and self-motivated 

student who is willing to serve.
•	 To help students enhance communication skills, problem solving skills and self-learning skills.

Subjects for Upper Secondary (S4-5)
Chinese, English, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, 
Science & Technology, Additional Mathematics, Computer & 
Information Technology, Chinese History, Chinese Literature, 
World History, Geography, Economics, Religious Studies and 
Visual Arts.  Some of these are optional subjects.
Advanced Level (S6-7)
There are Arts stream and Science stream.  Liberal Studies, Mathematics and Statistics and Computer Application 
are offered as electives.
New Senior Secondary
There are 3 Science and 2 Art streams. Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Information and Communication 
Technology, World History, Chinese History, Chinese Literature, Economics, Geography and Visual Arts are 
offered as electives.

Teaching Medium
As an EMI school, we use English as our medium of instruction.  A number of courses are offered to increase 
students’ ability to communicate in English.  These include:
•	 A summer English bridging course for new S1 students and an S1 English bridging course which equips 

students for studying in an EMI school.
•	 Remedial classes for junior formers to help those who fall behind in English.
•	 Summer English refresher courses for junior form students to brush up their English skills.
•	 An Extensive Reading Scheme implemented regularly in English lessons which enables students to read a 

wide range of books and hence develop their reading habit.
•	 English classes and workshops run by our English teachers and external organisation increase students’ 

proficiency in spoken English and enhance their interest in learning English.
•	 Elite programmes to help better-able students further improve their English skills.

Student Guidance Committee
Well aware of the drastic changes a student has to face during adolescence and the perplexity resulting from 
these changes, we set up the Student Guidance Committee composed of an experienced social worker and 
guidance teachers to help students solve problems and grow in a healthy way.  Programs for S1 students 
include:
•	 Life Education Lessons
	 Through a series of life education lessons, class 

teachers discuss and share their experience with 
students in their personal growth issues.

•	 Life Education Camp
	 Through a well designed life education camp, 

students learn the proper attitudes towards human 
relationship and various social and communication 
skills.

•	 Peer Mentoring Scheme
	 With their past experience, big brothers and sisters recruited from senior forms can give a hand to the 

youngest members of the Shatin Tsung Tsin family, helping them to enjoy a meaningful school life.

School Discipline
In the matter of school discipline, our school places dual emphasis on prevention and reforming of behaviour.  
We have therefore:
•	 set up the “Student Performance Indicators and Demerit System for Irregularities or Misconduct”, spelling 

out performance indicators for desirable behaviour.  Individual awards and inter-class awards are set up and 
presented to foster self-discipline and good conducts and characters.

•	 established the Prefect System for developing student leaders to assist teachers in maintaining students’ 
order.  Various discipline training sessions are held to instill into our students compliance with school 
rules.

•	 implemented the New Identity Scheme by which students are given a chance to reform their behaviour and 
bear the consequences of their misdeeds through taking part in services and hence turn over a new leaf.

Extra Curricular Activities
•	 The Students’ Union helps students develop self-discipline, initiative and autonomy.  The committee of the 

Students’ Union is elected on a one-person-one-vote basis by all Shatin Tsung Tsiners every year.
•	 The House System develops students’ leadership and fosters interaction between lower and upper form 

students. 

•	 There are more than twenty school teams for sports, music, verse speaking, mathematics, arts, etc. which 
increase students’ exposure in these areas, broaden their experience and build up their confidence.

•	 Some twenty interest clubs are offered to students so that they can enjoy and benefit from their school life.  
These include academic societies, sports clubs, art clubs, general interest clubs and service groups.

•	 We encourage every student to play one musical instrument and hence we offer more than twenty musical 
instrument classes for students.  They can also enroll as members of the School Orchestra, the String 
Orchestra, the School Band and the Chinese Orchestra.

•	 The ‘one student one art or one sport’ policy has been carried out to nourish students to be all-rounders.
•	 Professional tutors and coaches are employed to teach in musical instrument classes, the School Band, the 

Visual Arts classes, the Dancing Team, the Drama Society, sports teams and the like.
•	 Various forms of leadership training programmes are provided to cater for the needs of students.

Home School Cooperation
The Parent-Teacher Association was set up to:
•	 Strengthen the tie between parents and the school and improve the relationship between parents and 

teachers.
•	 Enhance education for parents and foster the communication between parents and children.
•	 Encourage and provide chances for parents to interact and share their experiences with one another so as 

to build up a supporting system among them.
•	 Support the school to achieve education goals together.
•	 Raise money to improve school facilities and student welfare.

Religious Activities
We organize different kinds of religious activities for students such as Christian 
fellowships, the Gospel Week, assemblies, etc. so that they may understand 
the Christian faith in school.  This helps develop good characters and a positive 
attitude towards life.

Staff Development
In line with the goals of our school, the Staff Development Group is committed to actualizing major educational 
ideals through organizing a broad range of activities for our teachers’ professional development so that they 
can share their experiences and expertise with one another and keep pace with the changing educational 
atmosphere, through which our students can reap the benefit of having their qualities elevated.

School Facilities
•	 Adequate classrooms with no floating classes and individual lockers for all students.
•	 Air-conditioned classrooms, special rooms and an assembly hall equipped with public address systems.
•	 Classrooms and special rooms equipped with LCD projectors and visualizers to facilitate the use of 

information technology in teaching.
•	 Various special rooms for different teaching purpose including Physics Laboratory, Chemistry Laboratory, 

Biology Laboratory, Integrated Science Laboratory, Geography Room, Computer Laboratory, Music Room, 
Visual Arts Room, Arts Technology Room and Arts Activities Room.

•	 Campus Studio, Computer Assisted Instruction Room, Multi-media Learning Centre and Teacher Resource 
Room for teachers to prepare their lessons.

•	 A well-stocked library with computers and photo-copying service.
•	 Study rooms open until 8:00 pm for students to do revision after school. School open during school 

holidays.
•	 A well-equipped seminar room which can accommodate two hundred people providing a good venue for 

large-scale activities.
•	 A waiting area for parents to drop their children off and pick them up after school.
•	 An area for placing bicycles for students who cycle to school.
•	 To better cater for students and teachers with special needs, the school has been installed an escalator, 

washrooms with facilities for the physically disabled and other supportive facilities.

A Millennium Campus
The “Application for Re-provisioning on Ma On Shan Railway Tai Wai Maintenance Centre” was submitted.  
After a long and rigorous vetting process, our school succeeded in obtaining a new school site and the 
schools’ achievements were given high recognition by the EDB.  The construction of the new school 
premises will be completed in 2010.  Larger than the present premises by 60%, the new campus will 
provide more space for our students’ development.  There will be, for instance, three basketball courts 
and two volleyball courts.  We are currently discussing with the EDB and the developer the plan for the 
new school premises.
